San Francisco B February 19, 2008 b ‘Vapor’, an exhibition of new art, architecture, and design
exploring our declining air quality will be on view at Southern Exposure from March 14, 2008 through May
3, 2008. More than the traditional exhibition, ‘Vapor’ aims to rely on the featured work as essential
components to a culture of public engagement in the Bay Area. Work by ‘Vapor’ artists Amy Balkin,
Futurefarmers, Natalie Jeremijenko, The Living, Eric Paulos, and Preemptive Media will be accompanied
by six free public programs dispersed throughout the city and in collaboration with community groups and
institutions, including San Francisco Bike Coalition and the California College of the Arts (CCA).

“The works on view during the ‘Vapor’ exhibition and the public programs encourage visitors to consider
the impact of air quality on our daily lives, how we view our relationship to climate change, and how art
and design engage with these issues,” notes Courtney Fink, Executive Director, Southern Exposure.
“This show is not only an opportunity to consider and discuss the current state of climate change and
activism, but creatively approaches these ideas with new inventions and models that explore possible
solutions.”

Using a number of techniques to measure, sense and capture air, ‘Vapor’ artists, many of whom are
using newly accessible technologies, propose and examine new ways of modeling, testing, and finding
solutions to the problems of air quality and greenhouse gas emissions. Through a series of public
programs and events, artists will promote citizen based participatory field studies, interpret air quality
issues, and gather design ideas toward developing a San Francisco bike share program. In addition to a
visit to the Southern Exposure gallery, ‘Vapor’ participants will be able to interact with the artists and other
visitors through a publication, website, a multi-disciplinary symposium, and through arts education and
educational outreach programs.

Exhibition Background & Goals

‘Vapor is curated by two members of Southern Exposure’s Curatorial Committee; Jordan Geiger,
(architect and founder of the architectural practice GA-GA, and adjunct professor at CCA) and Alison
Sant (artist with a background in digital media and public art, and teacher of new media at San Francisco
Art Institute and CCA). The Curatorial Committee consists of 8 artists and two SoEx staff members, who
together curate and organize SoEx’s exhibitions program.

Overall ‘Vapor’ as an exhibition and as a series of projects has dual goals and is doubly contextualized in
its home at Southern Exposure. On the one hand, it is distinctly San Franciscan in that several of the
artists represented make their home here, while others relate to a history of activism and/or



environmentalism that has long roots in this region. The other context is that of environmental art
exhibitions, as there have been several over the past years. ‘Vapor’ is an exhibit of art that is decidedly
engaged, activist, and at times therefore expansive in its social and political agenda.

Southern Exposure also has dual goals for mounting the exhibition. By surveying provocative examples of
activist art, Southern Exposure intends to promote reflection and activity around its regional heritage of
civic engagement as a cultural practice and to offer an activist model for curating such work. On a global
scale, Southern Exposure’s aspiration is nothing short of supporting action to mitigate climate change, a
phenomenon they consider to be a defining and emergent crisis of our times, one that touches culture
and transcends politics as much as it is found in science.

Description: sensr: citizen science * air quality is about sensing our natural environment and empowering
collective action through everyday grassroots citizen science across blocks, neighborhoods, cities, and
nations. Eric Paulos, Senior Research Scientist at Intel, asks such questions through his projects as,
“How can citizen science be used collectively across neighborhoods and communities to enable
individuals to become active participants and stakeholders as they publicly author, share, and remix
measurements of their city that matter most to them such as air quality? How can such systems (for
example a mobile phone integrated with an air quality sensor) empower people to become true change
agents?”

Description: Natalie Jeremijenko brings to Southern Exposure a series of experiments from her xDesign
Environmental Health Clinic, a clinic and lab that she directs at NYU. These locally optimized, often
playful “prescriptions”/ experiments focus on both indoor and outdoor air pollution.
